The Attorney-General’s Cham-
bers (A-GC) said in a statement
yesterday the charge under Sec-
tlon 507C(1) of the Penal Code
had nothing to do
with the death of the
Form One student at
SMKA Tun Datu
Mustapha.

The A-GC said it
would proceed with
charging the teen-
agers under 507C(1)
for bullying.

A lawyer represent-
ing Zara Qairina's
family had earlier
yesterday called on
the A-GC to press
more serious charges
against the five
teenagers under Section S071(2)
instead of S07C(1).

Section 507C(1) carries a jail
sentence up to ane year, fine, or
both. Section 507D(2) carries a
heavier sentence of 10 years' jail,
fine or both.

The lawyer also said in the
event the prosecution failed to
secure a conviction under Sec-
tion 507D(2) due to insufficient
evidence, further investigation
should be pursued.

Responding to this, the A-GC
said the decision to initiate
charges under Section S07C(1)
was taken after it went through
the case’s investigation paper.

On the family's concerns that
prosecuting the teenagers on a
lesser charge of bullying could
lead to them escaping further
prosecution under the doctrine
of double jeopardy, the A-GC said
such concern was “speculative in
nature and devoid of facts”™.

Attorney-General Tan Sri Mo-
hd Dusuki Mokhtar said the pro-
posed charge against the five
would not affect the inquest into
her death.

“If the coroner finds a criminal
wrongdoing or criminal liability
of any individual or suspect, we
will charge the suspect. However,
we will have to gather sufficient
evidence for that purpose first,”
said Dusuki.

On Aug13, the AG-C ordered an
inquest under Section 339 of the
Criminal Procedure Code (CPC)
into the death of Zara, a decision
that followed an Investigation re-
port submitted by po-
lice.

The hearing dates
for the inquest are
Sept 3-4, Sept 8-12,
Sept 17-19 and Sept
22-30.

Zara Qairina was
pronounced dead at
Queen Elizabeth I
Hospital in Kota Kin-
abalu on July 17 after
being admitted a day
earlier.

She was found un-
conscious in a drain
near the dormitory of
her school about 3am.

Zara Qairina’s remains were ex-
humed for a post-mortem on Aug
9 at her mother’s request.

Four pathologists conducted
the post-mortem, including a
Forensic Pathology Consultant
from Sultan Idris Shah Hospital,
Serdang, Selangor.

Her remains were reburied at
the Tanjung Ubi Muslim Ceme-
tery in Mesapol, Sipitang, on
Aug1l.

HE government, through

the Legal Affairs Division

of the Prime Minister's

Department, is studying
the establishment of a cyberbul-
lying tribunal and the appoint-
ment of an e-safety commission-
er, particularly to address bully-
ing among children.

The initiative is aimed at pro-
viding swift remedies for victims,
rehabilitation for offenders and
stronger digital safety education.

Minister in the Prime Minister's
Department (Law and Institu-
tional Reform) Datuk Seri Azalina
Othman Said said this was part of
the government’s commitment to
curb bullying through the law.

“Bullying, whether in schools
oronline, is never acceptable.

“While five teenagers now face
charges, they remain children un-
der the law and must be protected
under the Child Act 2001, includ-
ing confidentiality, legal repre-
sentation and fair treatment,” she
said yesterday.

Azalina said to address bullying,
the government introduced the
Online Safety Act 2025, amended
the Penal Code, strengthened the

Sexual Offences Against Children
Act, tabled the Child Witness

Earlier at the Asean Law Forum
2025, Azalina said the govern-
ment might consider introducing
a tribunal to handle bullying cas-
es, making punishments more re-
habilitative and less punitive for
minors.

She referred to the Penal Code
(Amendment) Act 2025, which
introduced Sections S507B to 507G
targeting bullying in any form,
including online acts.

“This is a concern especially

when the perpetrators and vic-
tims of bullying are children. The
Child Act still applies.”

She said the cabinet would dis-
cuss whether a tribunal was need-
ed and whether separate laws fo-
cusing more on rehabilitation
rather than punishment should
be introduced.

His Majesty Sultan Ibrahim,
King of Malaysia has told the gov-
ernment to formulate a compre-
hensive anti-bullying campaign.

He warned that if bullying was
not addressed early in primary
schools, it risked producing a
generation lacking respect and
compassion for one another.

He said bullying not only dam-
aged the mental and emotional
wellbeing of victims, it could also
lead to other tragic outcomes.

Educationist Tan Sri Dr T.
Marimuthu said anti-bullying
campaigns must not only address
bullying after it occurs, but also
tackle its root causes,

He said any effective anti-bul-
lying campaign must address the
fundamental causes of bullying
rather than merely focusing on
punitive measures.

“There are increasing incidents
of bullying. We identify the per-
petrator, put them behind bars
and then consider it finished.

“But bullying does not end
there. We must go to the root
causes of such issues and find out
why this is happening.”

He said bullying behaviours of-
ten stem from a child’s upbring-
ing and socialisation process,
which begin long before they en-
ter primary school.

He said moral values must be
reinforced throughout a child’s
education, starting in preschool
where they first learn basic social
values.

“This Is why identifying the
root cause is imperative. Why are
children behaving the way they
do? Why do they dominate? Why
is there bullying?"

‘Prosecution, inquest can be held simultaneously in bullying case’

KUALA LUMPUR: There is no element
of “double process” if the prosecution
of suspects in the bullying case of

Form One student Zara Qairina
Mahathir is conducted
simultaneously with inquest

proceedings to investigate her death,
said legal experts.

Lawyer Datuk Geethan Ram
Vincent said charges have already
been filed against several suspects in
connection with the bullying incident,
while the inquest is meant to
determine the cause and
circumstances of Zara Qairina’s death.

“The Attorney-General’s Chambers

(AGQ) initiates charges based on
police investigations. Once sufficient
evidence is established, prosecution
follows. Even with charges filed,
inquest proceedings can continue to
determine the existence of other
criminal elements or misconduct
besides bullying’ he told Bernama.
“Following the inquest, additional
charges could also be brought against
other parties if the evidence supports
it. The bullying charges will not
disrupt or interfere with the inquest”
Geethan was commenting on the
AGC's statement on Monday that it
had decided to charge several

suspects believed to be involved in
the student’s bullying case.

According to the AGC, the
prosecution of the suspects would
not affect the investigation being
conducted by the police and the
inquest proceedings in court

Lawyer Abu Dzar Mohd Annuar
said the inquest would not interfere
with the prosecution process as both
serve different purposes,

“Inquest proceedings are not
conducted to establish guilt but
rather to determine the cause and
manner of death. Prosecutions, on the
other hand, are to determine whether

the accused are guilty under the
charges brought against them.”

He said while witness statements
from the inquest cannot be used
directly as evidence in the
prosecution, the witnesses may be
called to testify in court.

“There will be no contradiction in
facts or outcomes because both are
separate processes. The inquest is 10
determine the cause of death, the
prosecution determines guilt.

“In fact, inquest proceedings can
help the prosecution or authorities
strengthen their case. These two
processes together can speed up or

provide clearer answers to Zara
Qairina’s family about what really
happened”

KUALA LUMPUR: The government s
considering the establishment of a special
tribunal on child bullying, with a focus on
rehabilitation rather than punishment, said
Minister in the Prime Minister's Department (Law
and Institutional Reform) Datuk Seri Azalina
Othman Said.

She said Malaysia currently has no legal
definition of bullying, although related offences
are covered under several provisions of the Penal
Code, including the recently amended Section
507.

“To be fair, the Education Ministry already has
its own guidelines. But when both perpetrators
and victims are children, the Child Act still
applies.

“This is something the Cabinet may need to
discuss - whether we should consider another
process, such as a triibunal system for bullying
cases involving children" she said after the Asean
Law Forum 2025 yesterday.

Azalina said the proposed tribunal could be
modelled on the Sexual Harassment Tribunal,
with outcomes that are rehabilitative rather than
purely punitive,

“When it comes to children, the approach has
to be different’ she said.

She added that recent amendments to the
Suhakam Act now allow for the appointment of
child commissioners in Sabah and
Sarawak, strengthening child protection
mechanisms.

Azalina also outlined wider reforms to
strengthen alternative dispute resolution (ADR)
mechanisms, including mediation, arbitration
and adjudication, to reduce court backlogs and
lower costs.

“Maybe we should even require mediation
before going to court. This would lower costs,
reduce the role of judges and allow communities
to resolve issues with trained mediators”

She said Budget 2026 has allocated funds for
a mobile court service in Peninsular Malaysia,
following the model already operating in Sabah
and Sarawak, to expand legal aid to
communities in remote areas.

On the regional stage, Azalina said Malaysia,
as Asean chair this year, is championing ADR as a
common platform across member states to
boost Investor confidence and economic

growth.

She said several key institutional reforms are
in the pipeline, including the Legal Aid and
Public Defence Act 2025 which will introduce a
public defender scheme to complement existing
legal aid services and the Freedom of
Information (FOI) Act that will grant the public
clearer rights to access government data.

She added that the government is also
establishi Ombud: ' Malaysia, an
mdependem body to replace the Public
Complaints Department, tasked with
strengthening accountability in public service.

Tunku Ismail was accompanied
to the hospital in Larkin by Raja
Muda Johor Tunku Iskandar
Tunku Ismail, Johor Mentri Besar
Datuk Onn Hafiz Ghazi and state
police chief Comm Ab Rahaman
Arsad.

The boy is said to have been
bullied at both his religious school
and primary school in Skudai.

“He cries in his sleep because of
nightmares after being physically
assaulted. The first incident was
at his religious school in February
this year, while the second was at
his school earlier this month
involving two different boys,” his

mother said.

She said her son had been look-
ing forward to the school term
since late last year, as he had
missed a large part of his educa-
tion due to his nasal cancer.

Since 2022, he has been fre-
xlenuy admitted to and dis-

ed from hospitals for treat-
ment and surgery.

“The doctors told us recently
that he is recovering from cancer
and can return to school.

“He was looking forward to it
and even wanted to play football
at school, as he is a big Liverpool
fan. But when the bullying start-
ed, eve changed,” she said.

school, she said there was no rea-
son for the to move.
“Why should my son change

schools? He is the victim. He is
looking forward to returning to
school, but he still fears facing the
two bullies,” she said.

The boy is now undergoing
counselling sessions under the
state Welfare Department.

Meanwhile, Onn Hafiz said the

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Protect minors’ privacy in Zara Qairina case, say groups

While justice must be served, it
stated that the rights of children
must be protected to avoid fur-
ther stigmatisation.

In a statement yesterday, the
OCC urged social media platforms
such as Facebook, Instagram and

TikTok to update their internal
policies and community stand-
ards to proactivel g and
remove any content that breaches
]znrov:sio' ns under the Child Act
001.

It also urged the public and
media to act nsibly within
the boundaries of the law in cov-
ering the case.

The OCC reminded that all five
suspects, being under 18, are enti-
mﬁs full i[?l%)(e(:tion under the
Child Act, including safeguards
against trauma, informed sup-
port, legal representation and fair
treatment.

“Their identities must not be
revealed du'ealy or indirectly. No
names, photos, schools or any
details t could lead to them
being idenuﬁed should be made
public.” it added.

president Wan Azliana Wan
Adnan said both the Child Act
2001 and UN Convention on the
Rights of the Child emphasise that
children, whether victims or
accused, must be protected
because they are deemed vulner-
able.

“In the Zara Qairina's case, 1
was shocked to see photos of the
children being shared publicly.
This is not only unreasonable but
also amounts to cyberbullying,”
she said.

Wan Azliana said online influ-
encers must also bear responsibil-
ity for what they share.

Sabah Law Society president
Datuk Mohamed Nazim Maduarin
said mainstream media are gen-
erally aware of privacy laws but
members of the public, fuelled by
a genuine concern for justice,

may feel compelled to share infor-
mation online.

“We gem remind the public
thateven -intentioned acuons
can inadvertently breach the law.

“We encourage everyone to
exercise care and avoid circulat-
ing material that could identify
the children involved,” he said.

Criminal lawyer Collin Arvind
Andrew said while the law seeks
to ensure justice for Zara Qairina,
it does not Ermn neglecting the
rights of n in conflict with
the law.

Azalina: Bullying won't be tolerated but some perpetrators are still children

PETALING JAYA: While bullying
~whether in schools or online - is
unacceptable, young offenders
must still be protected under the
law, says Datuk Seri Azalina
Othman Said.

This comes as five teenagers
are expected to be charged in the
Kota Kinabalu Juvenile Court
mdaLover the alleged bullying of

te Form One student Zara
Qairina M.

The Minister in the Prime
Minister’s Department (Law and
Institutional Reform) said the five
teenagers must still be treated as
children under the Child Act 2001,
which guarantees confidentiality,
legal representation and fair treat-
ment.

“While we will not tolerate bul-
lying, they are still children in the
eyes of the law and their rights
must be safeguarded, even as we
hold them accountable,” she said
in a statement yesterday.

She said the government will
continue to intensify its efforts to
curb bullying through a raft of
legislative measures.

This includes the Online Safety
Act 2024, amendments to the
Penal Code, strengthening child

protection laws and the appoint-
ment of Human Rights Commis-
sion of Malaysia (Suhakam) chil-
dren’s commissioners.

She added that the government
is also studying the possibility of
establishing a cyberbullying tribu-
nal and an e-Safety Commissioner
to ensure faster remedies for vic-
tims, rehabilitation for offenders
and stronger digital safety educa-
tion, especially for children.

“This will be done through the
Legal Affairs Division of the Prime
Minister’s Department,” she said.

Zara Qairina, 13, was found

unconscious in a drain at 4am on
July 16 near her school hostel in

Papar, Sabah. She was pro-
nounced dead at Hospital Queen
Elizabeth on July 17.

Meanwhile, Azalina said the

vernment will review whether

ullying cases in educational
institutions should be handled
through rehabilitative methods
instead of punitive measures.

She said this was due to the age
of perpetrators who are usually
minors.

“There are concerns that when
perpetrators and victims are chil-

“We have to look into another
process, whether we need a tribu-
nal system or look at a different
set of laws, which will be more for
rehabilitation rather than punish-
ment,” Azalina told the media
after opening the Asean Law
Forum 2025 at the Kuala Lumpur
Convention Centre yesterday.

She was asked if there are
enméfh provisions in the laws to

e bullying cases in schools.

Azalina said Malaysia needs to

consider looking at models of

other countries, which tend to
look at bullying in educational
institutions differently.

She said [rnm ntly, there is no
specific de! on or clear pun-
ishment for the offence of bully-
ing under any legal provision.

“Maybe for sﬁo children and
students, we should use a tribunal
system, such as the one we use for
sexual harassment. We can then
look into a punishment which is
more rehabilitative than punitive,
as the latter should always be the
last measure,” said Azalina.

“However, I'm relieved that we
have amended the laws to include
bullying in the Penal Code in
Sections 5078 to 507G,

“We are also fortunate to have
amended the Human Rights
G issi of Malaysia Act,

o4
which enabled the appointment
of a children’'s commissioner in
Sabah and Sarawak.

“The move is timely but to be
fair to the Education Ministry, it
has its own anti-bullying guide-
lines,” she added.

KUALA LUMPUR: The Malaysian
Communications and Multimedia
Commission(MCMC)isdeveloping
a subsidiary instrument under
the Online Safety Act 2025 (Act
866) to address issues related to
online child protection and online
risk management.

Communications Minister
Datuk Fahmi Fadzil said the
MCMC is also looking into the
need for service providers to
introduce labelling for content
automatically generated using
artificial  intelligence  (Al),
through a specific code.

“This initiative aims to help
users identify  potentially
misleading, manipulative, or
inauthentic content, in line
with efforts to reduce the risk
of inaccurate information or
harmful content spreading on
online platforms. To ensure
transparency and accountability,
service providers will also be
required to submit an online
safety plan outlining their
compliance with obligations

under Act 866,” he said during a
question-and-answer session in
the Dewan Rakyat yesterday.

He said this in response
to a question from Datuk
Shamshulkahar Mohd Deli (BN-
Jempol), who wanted to know
whether the government would
introduce laws requiring content
publishers to label content,
including images and videos,
generated or manipulated by AL

Fahmi explained that Act
866 was enacted to strengthen
online safety in Malaysia and
regulate harmful content. He
added that the government will
also establish an Online Safety
Committee to advise and provide
recommendations to MCMC on
online safety matters.

The committee will be managed
by the Minister in the Prime
Minister’s Department (Law and
Institutional Reform) and will
include representatives from
multiple stakeholders, including
licensed service providers. —

KUALA LUMPUR: The Royal
Malaysia Police has dismantled
a group known as ‘Geng Budak
Sekolah’, allegedly involved
in sexual crimes including a
disturbing case of a 12-year-old
girl believed to have operated a
website to sell explicit photos of
herself, the Dewan Rakyat was

told yesterday.
Home Minister Datuk Seri
Saifuddin Nasution Ismail

revealed that the girl jointly
managed the website with four
of her peers, and the group had
also created a WhatsApp group
with as many as 762 members.

“Each of them took photos of
different parts of their bodies
and sold them online. The girl
dropped out of school because
her income far exceeded that of
her parents.

“In this particular case,
enforcement action was taken
under the Sexual Offences
Against Children Act 2017, with
input and coordination from
various other agencies,” he said
in reply to Sabri Azit (PN-Jerai)
during Question Time.

Sabri had wanted to know the
government's efforts to address
the growing issue of sexual
misconduct, as well as ‘swinger’
crimes involving public servants
and university students, and
whether existing laws are
sufficient to combat online
sexual exploitation.

Saifuddin explained that
swinger activities are tackled
by PDRM’s Anti-Vice, Gambling
and Secret Societies Division
(D7), but that the case involving
school children falls under Bukit
Aman’s Sexual, Women and Child
Investigations Division (Dn).

Addressing the rising trend of
so-called 'swinger’ crimes, which
involve individuals or couples
willingly exchanging partners
for sexual activity, he noted that
there are currently five legal
provisions to act against such
crimes.

They are the Penal Code,
the Communications and
Multimedia Act 1998, the Sexual
Offences Against Children Act

2017, the Film Censorship Act
2002, and various state-level
syariah enactments, all of which
facilitate joint enforcement
between police and local religious
authorities.

He said that in August 2024, the
D7 successfully infiltrated and
identified a website promoting
swinger  activities,  which
then led to a raid on a luxury
condominium in Kuala Lumpur.

"Among those arrested were
students from both public
and private universities, civil
servants, and foreign nationals.
Charges have since been filed
under the Penal Code, and the
case is now in court,” he added.
